	Reading 

Students will learn the features of information reports and procedural texts. During guided groups, students will be grouped with other students of like needs. Later in the term, they will be viewing and analyzing a short video clip with a focus on retelling, comprehension and sequencing. 
Students will complete activities that reinforce their understanding of texts;

· Predicting before, during and after reading

· Retelling what they have read in their own words 

· Sequencing

· Self-correcting misread words
· Making text to self and text to text connections 

· Re-reading a sentence or piece of text to improve understanding
· Thinking beyond the text



	
	Writing 
Students will be provided with opportunities to develop their writing skills in the different genres such as imaginative recount, persuasive text and procedural text. We will focus on constructing sentences by using nouns, verbs, adjectives and adverbs. Students will re-read to edit their writing and include the use of capital letters, full stops, commas, talking marks and question marks.

	
	Speaking & Listening 
Students will be encouraged to express their ideas using specific vocabulary relevant to our Science unit on ‘Minibeasts’ and also through working in collaborative learning groups during Inquiry sessions They will have many opportunities to speak in front of others and work collaboratively to increase their confidence. Students will be encouraged to put into practice the qualities of what makes an effective speaker such as using volume, tone and pace. Students will be encouraged to be active listeners by asking questions for clarification. 

	
	Spelling 

Spelling strategies will be developed through the weekly study of selected words and spelling patterns. Students will also receive individual Oxford Spelling words to practice at home and will be tested in class.
