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Dear Parent/Guardians,
Please find an outline of the Grade 4 teaching and learning programs for Term 4. As Term 4 is a Sun Smart Term, please ensure your child has a school hat to wear outside. Due to the wide range of student abilities in each classroom, the teaching and learning programs will be structured so that the learning needs of each student are catered for. Students will also be using their iPads to deepen their understanding of concepts, raise engagement levels and support personalised learning through all areas of the curriculum.  

	 English:
	Reading sessions: Students will continue to be involved in Guided Reading Sessions where they work in small groups at their ability level, focusing on areas of need. Our whole class reading lessons will focus on cause and effect,  compare and contrast and summarising along with other strategies that will be catering to your child’s needs. Students will also be exposed to various forms of texts.  Dictionaries and glossaries will be used to expand the student’s vocabulary.


	
	Writing sessions: Students will concentrate on the processes of planning, composing/recording, revising and publishing. Students will use the ‘7 Steps for Writing Success’ program to assist them in making their writing interesting to readers. Characteristics of the informative and narrative genre will be explored in Term 4. Writer’s Notebook will continue to be a part of the writing program where students are provided with opportunities to develop their writing skills in the different genres. 


	
	Speaking & Listening: Students will be a daily event in the classroom during sharing/reflection sessions. Students will be provided with opportunities to enhance these skills when participating in ‘The 7 Steps to Writing Success’ oral language activities. Students will also be provided with opportunities to enhance these skills when participating in their inquiry and science presentations. Development of rich vocabulary will also be a focus. 



	
	Spelling is a part of the writing process. Students are exposed to a word wall which incorporates Inquiry and Science Unit topic words. Spelling skills and strategies will be developed through spelling investigations each week. The focus strategies for spelling being Sound, Visual, Meaning, Connecting and Checking.

	Inquiry Learning and Science:
	In Science, the unit ‘Material World’ provides an opportunity for students to explore the properties of different materials and how to use this knowledge to choose materials wisely. They will also discuss how new materials have revolutionised our modern life. The students will participate in a range of activities where they will investigate how different materials impact the environment.  
During these sessions, students will be given the opportunity to research a topic of choice in a small group. Topics discussed will be around their Science Unit and it involves students planning and implementing inquiry based questions.  Students will negotiate work requirements and time lines and sign a contract that defines the learning conditions. The areas of focus will be on the 6C’s - collaboration, creativity, critical thinking, citizenship, character and communication.
